Tips for Better Accuracy

Position your microphone correctly.

Make sure the microphone is notin the direct line of speech.
If it's too close, the recording will include pops, hisses, and
breathing noises, making it harder to provide an accurate
transcript. If it's too far, the microphone will pick up
background noise

Speak at a conversational pace.

Be consistent in the pace and rhythm of your speech. It may .

be helpful to take a few seconds to think about what you

want to say before you tap the microphone to start <4
recording

Limit background noise.

Audio guality can make a difference between a good
dictation experience and a bad one. Many factors can
influence audio quality, including ambient ncise in the

environment in which you're dictating.

Stop recording between long pauses.

If you're trying to think of what to say next, stop your recording
and start a new one when you're ready.
